Sharks have been around for hundreds of millions of years.  There are more than 400 species of sharks.  Some people are afraid to go in the ocean because they are afraid of sharks.
Sharks are found on both coasts of the United States.  There are a few things you can do to avoid sharks.  When you go into the ocean, go with friends, and be sure to stay close to the shore.  Only go into the ocean when it is light out.  Sharks are more active at night than during the day. 

When a shark swims close to the water’s surface, you can see its dorsal fin.  That’s the fin on the shark’s back.  Sharks have many fins to help them swim.

Although sharks swim in the water around the United States, your chances of being bitten by a shark are very low.  A person is more likely to drown in his or her own bathtub or be struck by lightning than to be bitten by a shark!
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A great white shark has about 3,000 teeth in its head.  Its bite takes less than one second.  The great white shark is at the top of the ocean’s food chain, and it can eat almost anything.
