What’s in your trash bag? Chances are your trash is much more valuable than you think.  Most of the stuff we throw away can actually be recycled. Nearly eighty percent of what we throw away is recyclable, but most of it ends up in the trash instead.

What can your trash do for you? The amount of trash in a kitchen-size trash bag contains enough energy to light a light bulb for more than twenty-four hours. By recycling one aluminum can, you can save enough energy to operate a TV for three hours.

When things are thrown away and not recycled, the environment suffers. One soda can takes more than 200 years to break down. A plastic milk jug takes one million years to break down. Imagine the amount of energy that could be saved if these objects were recycled instead.

Recycling is easy. Many cities and towns collect products for recycling the same way they collect trash. People simply leave items on their curbside to be picked up one day a week. Other places have drop-off station where you can bring your items for recycling. Some of these stations will even pay you a few cents for every item you recycle. That can really add up!
