Ants have an exoskeleton.  This means an ant’s skeleton is on the outside of the body and is not covered up by skin or muscles.  This protects the ant’s body, almost like the ant is wearing armor.  There are three parts to an ant’s body: the abdomen, the thorax, and the head.  

An ant’s abdomen is where their stomachs can be found.  Ants have two stomachs. One stomach stores extra food for other ants, and the other stomach stores food for them.  The middle part of the ant’s body is called the thorax, which is where the ant’s six legs are attached to its body.

The ant’s head is where the mandible, or jaw, is.  Ants use their jaws to eat food, just like humans.  They also use their jaws to carry food back to other ants.  Also on the ant’s head are feelers, or antennae.  An ant’s feelers are very important.  The feelers act as a nose and help ants to smell food.  Once an ant has found food, it gives off chemicals to tell other ants where the food is.  Then, the other ants use their feelers to smell these chemicals and find the food.
