+ Pretend to take a message from Captain Read More out of a bottle. Use the message to
introduce the Word Treasure for chunking words.

Captain Read More has sent a message. It’s a Word Treasure! Here is the clue he
has given us.

When we come to a word that we can’t read, we can
e el R e break it into smaller chunks, read the small chunks, and
then read the whole word.

Active Instruction

+ Introduce chunking words with the vowel-consonant-e pattern.

Today, you are going to learn how to read words with more than one syllable, or
chunk, which have the vowel-consonant-e pattern. When you see long words with
the vowel-consonant-e pattern, you will know a good way you can break these
words apart and read them.

+ Remind students that they have seen words that have a vowel-consonant-e pattern.

You have probably seen a lot of words with a vowel-consonant-e pattern. Words
like cake, eve, fine, home, and mute have a vowel-consonant-e. Each word has a
vowel (write “v” under the a, e, i, 0, and u), followed by a consonant (write “c” under
the k, v, n, m, and t), and a final e (write “e” under the final e in the words). You can
see that these are all words with a long vowel sound. In vowel-consonant-e words,
the vowel and the e used to stand together to make long vowel sounds, but now
other letters stand between them. They still make one long vowel sound.

« Explain word syllables, or chunks, to students.

The words we just reviewed have one syllable, or chunk. Longer words can be
made of two or more chunks. Breaking words down into smaller chunks can help
us read them. We can tell how many chunks a word has by the number of vowel
sounds in a word. Each chunk in a word only has one vowel sound. Vowels may
work alone, with other vowels, or with consonants to make chunks.

+ Use a Think Aloud to model chunking words with the vowel-consonant-e
spelling pattern.

Let me look at the word inside. When I chunk a word, the first thing I want to do is
look for the vowel sounds in the word, because I know that each chunk in a word
will have one vowel sound. Write “v” under the i, i, and e. I see the patterni_e, so I
know the e works with the i to make one sound. I can cross it out. Cross out the e

with a dashed line. I have two vowel sounds, so this word has two chunks.

Next, I want to mark the consonants that are between the i vowels. Write “c” under
the n and s. When I have two consonants between vowels, I know I can usually
break them apart. Draw a line between the n and s.

Now I can look at my first chunk and see that the vowel i is closed in by the n.
The i is going to make its short sound, /i/. In. Next, I'll look at my second chunk. I
know the e helps the i make its long sound, /i/. I have a vowel-consonant-e chunk,
side.

I needed to clarify the word exclaimed in the story. First, I looked for a base word.
I recognized the word claim. It has an ending on it, to make the word claimed.
Then I chunked familiar word parts—ex/claimed.

Find Words with the Sound

« Tell students that Captain Read More wants them to help identify words.

Captain Read More wants you to read his writing one more time and underline all
the words that have the /a/ sound.

+ Remind students that they aren’t just looking for words that are spelled a certain way.
They’ll have to listen carefully to see if they can hear the /a/ sound in words, regardless
of the spelling.

I found another word I needed to use clarifying strategies to read—escape. First,
I looked for a word I could recognize—cape. Then I blended the two parts of the
word together—es/cape.

Find Words with the Sound

« Tell students that Captain Read More wants them to help identify words.

Captain Read More wants you to read his writing one more time and underline all
the words that have the /a/ sound. Can you and your partner work together to find
those long a words?

 Have partners switch roles so that the Coach is now the Speaker, etc. The new Speaker
reads the first sentence of student text while the Coach listens and follows along. Then
have both partners discuss and identify the long a words that they heard in the sentence.
When both partners agree on the words, they will underline them in their Partner
Practice Booklets. Then partners will switch roles. The new Speaker will read and the
Coach will listen.

+ Remind students that they aren’t just looking for words that are spelled a certain way.
They’ll have to listen carefully to see if they can hear the /a/ sound in words, regardless
of the spelling.

Skill Focus: Consonant-Vowel-e (VCe) Syllables
« Point out to students that the word escape has two syllables, or chunks.

When we read the word escape, we can break it into two chunks. One way to
recognize a chunk in a word is looking for a vowel-consonant-e pattern. You know
this pattern! It makes a long vowel sound, like in the words cake, kite, bone, and
cute. The e at the end of these words is silent, but it tells us that the a, i, 0, and u
make long sounds.

G « Display the word escape. Use a Think Aloud to model chunking the word into two parts.

Let me chunk this word into two parts. First, 'm going to look for the chunk that
has a long vowel sound made by vowel-consonant-e. Underline the letters c, a, p,
and e. I found a long a word spelled c-a-p-e. This word makes one chunk, cape.
Now that I've chunked that part of the word, I'm left with the letters e and s at the
beginning. These make another chunk. I can blend these sounds together to make
a chunk that says “es” Finally, I can put these chunks together to make the

word escape.

« Tell students to be on the lookout for longer words that have a chunk made up of a long
vowel spelled with a vowel-consonant-e.

« Have partners take turns reading the words on their charts together. Partners can initial
each other’s Partner Practice Booklets when each reader has read all the words.

@ + Use Random Reporter to select students to read words from one column or row on
the chart.

+ Award team celebration points to partners who read words successfully.

Have students
double-check the word to make sure that it is spelled correctly. Then they should circle
the corrected word to remind them that this is a word they need to study.

- Read the words from the second row to students. Students will write the words under the
correct heading on their papers.

Now that you have learned Captain Read More’s Words, you're going to learn the
Sea Monster’s Words!

Display the graphic for the Sea Monster. Explain the Sea Monster and what the Sea
Monster’s Words are.

This is the Sea Monster. He’s not really a scary monster, but his words can be
scary! He keeps track of all the extra-tricky words. They’re tricky because they
don’t make the sounds we expect them to make.

Display the word “said.” Underline the letters “ai” Use a Think Aloud to model clarifying
the word.

A lot of the words we have practiced have the letters ai making the /a/ sound. But
in this word, we don’t hear that sound. This word is said. We call that a Sea
Monster Word! Have students read the word with you a few times. I use a little saying
to remember this word. The saying is:

Said: It’s got an a and an i and I don’t know why. Said.

Teach students the remaining words as applicable. Introduce each word by displaying it
on the board and then pointing out the tricky part of the word. Use the following saying
for each word:

Tasty: Take a taste of a y. Tasty.

Have students make a new heading in their journals called “Sea Monster’s Words.” Have
students write the Sea Monster’s Words in their journals, double-check the spelling, and
circle each word.

Have partners check each other’s work. Randomly select students to share and spell one
of the Sea Monster’s Words.

Award team celebration points to teams whose members shared and spelled words.

Remember, the Sea Monster’s Words can be tricky, so you may have to spend
extra time learning how to spell them. Do you think you can look at Captain Read

I needed to clarify the word pouncing. I know that -ing is an ending, but I was
having trouble with the base word, pounce.

When
c is followed by e, it makes the /s/ sound. Pounce.

The words we just looked have one syllable, or chunk. Longer words can be made
of two or more chunks. Breaking words down into smaller chunks can help us read
them. We can tell how many chunks a word has by the number of vowel sounds in
a word. Each chunk in a word only has one vowel sound. Vowels may work alone,
with other vowels, or with consonants to make chunks.

+ Use a Think Aloud to model chunking words with closed syllables.

Let me look at the word robot. When I chunk a word, the first thing I want to do is
look for the vowel sounds in the word, because I know that each chunk in a word
will have one vowel sound. Write “v” under the o and o. I have two vowels, so I have
two chunks.

Next, I want to mark the consonants. I'm going to look for consonants between
the vowels. Write “c” under the b. I have two consonants. This word has a pattern—
vowel-consonant-vowel. When I see that pattern, I know the consonant usually
goes with the second chunk. Draw a line between the o and b.
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Now I'll look at the first chunk. There is an o but it’s not closed in by a consonant.
It will make its long sound, /6/. Ro. Next, when I look at my second chunk, I can
see that the o is closed in by a t. That means that the o makes its short /o/ sound.

After you have modeled the game to students, let them continue on their own. If
students need more guided practice with the game, continue as a group with the
following sequence:

Monitor students as they play the game. When partners have filled the paper, end
the game.

Use Random Reporter to select students to share their word list.

Have students play one more round of the game with a new letter group. Use the first
few words of the following word sequence to get students started. Or, use the sequence to
play the game as a group.

bolt colt jolt molt

volt revolt

Monitor students as they play the game. When partners have filled the paper, end

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Word Games

Word Games help students practice recognizing sound patterns in words in a fun and systemic way with their
partners and teams. These games give students an opportunity to experiment with word patterns and develop a sense
of which letter group to use when they have several choices. Developing the ability to sense when a word is spelled
correctly will aid in the students’ writing and self-editing skills.

Lessons provide sample games, but additional or alternate games and instructions are included here.

How to Play Transformer

.

Tape a piece of chart paper to the chalkboard and model how to play Transformer.
Today we are going to learn how to play a game with the words that we’ve been studying.

This will help us read and write words. This game is called Transformer.

Choose a short, one-syllable word and write it on the chart paper (example: gate.) Start writing
about eight inches below the top of the chart paper. Write the word in large letters and leave some
space between each letter. Read the word with the students.

I am going to change one letter in this word to make a new word. Several inches under the
word gate, write the word “game.” What letter did I change? (Whole Group Response.) What
new word did I make? (WGR) That’s right. I changed the t to an m. Now I have a new word.
The word is game.

Fold over the top section of the paper so that the word gate is covered and students can only see the
second word. Remove the tape and reattach the paper to the board.

I’'m going to do the same thing again. I'm going to change one letter and make a new word.
Write the word “same” several inches below the word game. What letter did I change? (WGR)
What new word did I make? (WGR)

Fold over another section of the paper so that the word game is covered. You should only be able to
see the third word.

Repeat the process as described above to continue to make new words. Use the following word
sequence as a guide:

gate > game —> same - sale = pale > male - made
When you are finished, you will have a folded, rectangular piece of paper. Show the folded piece of
paper to students. Explain that each of them will make their own papers to take home and study.
Unfold the chart paper and reread the words with the students.
Now it’s your turn to play Transformer. Work with your partners to change the word, one
letter at a time.
Have students take out a blank piece of paper or pass out scrap paper.

Write a spelling word on the chalkboard; for example, day. Have students leave some space at the
top of their papers and copy the word onto their papers.

Do you think you can change the first letter in this word and make a new word? Think about
another letter you could use to make a new word. Then tell your partner about it. Raise your
hand when you are finished.

Randomly select a partnership to share their answer with the class.
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That’s very good! You can change the d to a b and make a new word, bay. Let’s all write the
word “bay” on our papers.

+ Write the word “bay” on the board, underneath the word day. Students will copy the word onto their
papers as well. Then have students fold down the top of their papers so that only the word bay
is showing.

« Tell students to see how many other words they can think of. Repeat the process as described above
until students have a list of six or seven words. For example:

day = bay = say = ray = tray = spray

+ Make sure that all partnerships discuss new word possibilities. Randomly select one partnership to
share their answer with the class. Write the partnership’s word on the board, and then have all the
students copy that word onto their lists.

+ Award team celebration points to teams whose members share words from their Transformer lists.

« When students are finished, all of them should have a folded, rectangular piece of paper. Tell them
to unfold their papers and reread the words with their partners. Students can take the papers home
and practice reading and spelling the words.

+ Have students take out a new piece of paper and play another round of Transformer, starting
students with a word using a sound pattern they studied the previous days.

+ Allow partners to work on their own to create a word sequence. Monitor students as they work.

« Students can study their Transformer or My Practice Words by reading them to family members.
Encourage students to make their own lists at home and bring them to class. Be sure to display any
word lists that the students bring from home.

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How to Play Letter Lotto

.

Have students take a piece of paper and write a letter group five times in a row.

Write a letter sequence on the left-hand side of the board. Have students copy it onto the left-hand
side of their papers.

- For example: b, d, s, n, h

Write a letter sequence on the right-hand side of the board. Have students copy it onto the
right-hand side of their papers.

- For example: |, t, ch, d, n
Students’ papers should look like Figs. 1 and 2.

Students may choose any letter from the left-hand side of the paper to write in front of the first
letter group, and any letter from the right-hand side of the paper to write at the end of the first letter
group to make a word.

- In this example, a student took the b from the left-hand column and the ch from the right-hand
column to make the word beach.

Challenge students to continue making as many words as they can. Have partnerships share their
answers to see if they created any words that no one else did.

Students can study their Letter Lotto or My Practice Words by reading them to family members.
Encourage students to make their own lists at home and bring them to class. Be sure to display any
word lists that the students bring from home.

How to Play Word Ladder

Tell students that to play Word Ladder, they will get a starting word and an ending word. Explain
that students must change the start word one letter at a time until they can make the end word.

Tell students to write the following words at the top and bottom of a paper.
— Top word: cold
- Bottom word: warm

Tell students to write their new words, changing one letter at a time, between the starting and
ending words.

- Sample sequence: cold = cord = word = worm = warm

Challenge students to continue making as many word ladders as they can. Have partnerships share
their answers to see if they created any words that no one else did.

Students can study their Word Ladder or My Practice Words by reading them to family members.
Encourage students to make their own lists at home and bring them to class. Be sure to display any
word lists that the students bring from home.

How to Play ZAP!

Place craft sticks with words using the practice sound/pattern and the ZAP! sticks in a cup.

Tell students that they will play a game called ZAP! Explain that to play ZAP!, students will take
turns pulling sticks from the cup that contain Captain Read More’s Words, Captain Read More’s Big
Words, and Sea Monster’s Words.

Determine the level of play for your students based on their skills or need for review:

— Level 1: Read the word on the stick.

- Level 2: Read the word, then spell it.

— Level 3: Read the word, then spell it with eyes closed.

- Level 4: Read the word, spell it with eyes closed, then use it in a meaningful sentence.

Explain that students will take turns in in their teams to be the checker for the reading teammate.

Tell students that when a stick is read correctly, keep it out of the cup and record the word on a
piece of paper.

Tell students that when a ZAP! stick is pulled, all sticks must return to the cup and can be reused.
Challenge students to play at the next level if all word sticks are played once.

Students can study their ZAP! or My Practice Words by reading them to family members.
Encourage students to make their own ZAP! game at home to play, and bring the list of words they
read correctly to class. Be sure to display any word lists that the students bring from home.
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How to Play Lines and Squares

« Hand out Lines and Squares grids and different colored pens/markers to student partnerships.

« Tell students that they will play a game called Lines and Squares. Explain that the goal is for
students to outline the word boxes—the student who draws the last line of a box “wins” the box and
colors it in with their color.

+ Explain that Partner A will read one of the words on the page. Partner B confirms whether they read
the word correctly.

« Tell students that when they fill in a box, record the word on a piece of paper.
+ Challenge students to play at the next level each time they revisit a word box.

« Students can study their Lines and Squares or My Practice Words by reading them to family mem-
bers. Encourage students to make their own Lines and Squares game at home to play, and bring the
list of words they read correctly to class. Be sure to display any word lists that the students bring
from home.
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Prefix and Ending Hunt

Provide each partnership with word cards and each student with the Prefix and Ending sheet.

Tell students that they will play a game called Prefix and Ending Hunt. Explain that students will
take turns drawing words from the stack and identifying their prefixes, base words, and endings.

Tell students to place the word cards face down between them. Explain that Partner A will draw

a card and read it aloud to Partner B. Partner B will write it in the “Word” column on their sheet,
underline the base word, circle the prefix or ending, and identify whether it is a prefix or ending in
the column.

Partner B will draw the next card and Partner A will repeat the process.

Students can study their Prefix and Ending Hunt words or My Practice Words by reading them to
family members. Encourage students to make their own list of base words, prefixes, and endings at
home, and bring the list of words they read correctly to class. Be sure to display any word lists that
the students bring from home.
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
